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Tower Lakes Gets National Millennium Communities Recognition

The Village of Tower Lakes is proud to announce that the White House Millennium Council has selected Tower Lakes as an official Millennium Community. 

A certificate, signed by President Clinton and the First Lady, has been received -“In recognition of efforts to bring the community together around the national theme, ‘Honor the Past – Imagine the Future,’ by initiating projects that celebrate and preserve local history and by preparing our children for the new millennium.”  

The Village applied for this designation on behalf of the three homeowner’s associations in the Village as a means of recognizing the efforts of all of the volunteers who conceived and worked on the millennium celebration and related ongoing and future projects.  

One of the key criteria for selection by the Council is that the community must have made a “firm commitment to undertake projects that are consistent with the national theme, "Honor the Past — Imagine the Future." Specifically, the community should develop ways in which its citizens can: 

· Honor the Past: Preserve or enhance items significant to the community's history. 

· Imagine the Future: Initiate projects that prepare the community and its people for the 21st century. 

· Celebrate the New Millennium: Organize meaningful, family-oriented celebrations to mark the next century and the new millennium. “

The Village of Tower Lakes and it’s homeowner's associations submitted five community-wide projects to the Council, which fit the above criteria quite well: A day-long family festival and tent dance was celebrated New Year's Eve Dec 31, 1999. A time capsule is being created, to be opened in 2020. A Village web site has been created to improve communications and to collect the Village's history. A new flagpole will be constructed for the Village Hall, and a millennium-themed July 4 celebration will be held in 2000. 

The award enables the national Millennium Communities logo to be used in conjunction with several of these projects.
